It may be that the festivities this July 4 may 
even eclipse those of the 200th birthday celebration held back in 1976. We have so 
much to be thankful for as we remember those who gave of their own life and liberty 
to bring this nation to life, and to a God whose divine guidance made it possible.  While 
celebrating our Nation’s birth is exciting, during July we will also be rejoicing as we 
celebrate the beginning of Thy Word Network on July 20th.

Licensed to Fort Branch, Indiana, WBGW 
went on the air using programming fed from the Moody Bible Institute satellite network 
along with a small portion of local origination. Founders Don and Shirley Chagle poured 
their life savings along with donations and loans from friends and family members to 
make it possible to be on the air, and God provided in many miraculous ways to make 
it happen.  Then on the morning of July 20th, Shirley pushed the button and full-time, 
listener-supported broadcasting of music and ministry came to life, and has now contin-
ued with very little interruption for the past more than 315,000 consecutive hours.

We may not be setting off fireworks, but we are shouting “Hallelujah” in our hearts for 
all He has done, both for our nation and Thy Word Network.  We are so blessed!
